'I'h'- contract for the construction of
the new ‘uplon station of the New York,
ew Haven and. Hartford road on

afterncon to A. R Mn\klm of Nor-
walk.

At the office of Chiet Englneer Inger-
oll, of the New York, New Haven anl
Hartford road,yesterday a representative

of The Evening News wns informed
that work on the new station would be
commenced immediately and that prob-
ably bafore the end of the pressnt
week the cellar for the bullding would
be under way. A

The new buflding will probably not
be ready for occupancy before next
April at the earliest. It is to be one
of the largest station bulldings on the
New York division and It is expected
that'it will require at least five months
to hulld it.” The foundations, piers and
brick work will”be pushed along anl
